	Make a list of people that you will approach for Letters of Recommendation – teachers, counselors, administrators, club advisors, coaches, employers, supervisors from volunteer work & church members.  

	
	· 
	Create a “Cheat Sheet” to give to the people that are writing your recommendation letters.  Include such things as classes /grades and information off your “resume”.  

	
	· 
	Make a list of the 10 colleges you might like to attend.  Check out each website!  If possible, visit the campus or do an online “virtual” tour.

	Complete the Application for Free / Reduced Lunch.  If you qualify you may be eligible for Fee Waivers for testing, college applications & scholarships.

	Start to ask for Letters of Recommendation.  Give the writers a copy of your “Cheat Sheet” and always allow at least 2 weeks for the writer to complete the letter.  Don’t forget to send them a hand-written thank you note for taking the time to help you!

	Thinking of taking classes at a community college?  See Career Center for the schedule of when college advisors will be on campus.

	If you have taken classes at a community college, request a copy of your transcript. Review for errors!

	
	· 
	Finalize your college choice list / be sure to note application deadlines and test dates. Select three “reach” schools and three “safety” schools.

	Need to have an official transcript sent to a college? See Guidance and fill out a request card at least a week before the deadline.
